He is a former co-chairman of the MARAD Ship Operations Cooperative Program (SOCP), and served for a number of years as a member of the U.S. Delegation to the International Maritime Organization (IMO) in London.  

He is the past President of the Washington D.C. Chapter of the U.S. Merchant Marine Academy Alumni Foundation, past Treasurer of the US Merchant Marine Academy Government Affairs Committee, a current member of the U.S. Coast Guard Merchant Marine Personnel Advisory Committee (MERPAC), and a past member of the USCG Chemical Transportation Advisory Committee (CTAC).  Captain Kincaid served on the Federal Academy Selection Committee for first district of Maryland and on the Smithsonian American History Museum Maritime Advisory Committee.  He is also an admissions field representative for the U.S. Merchant Marine Academy. 

He received awards from the US Merchant Marine Academy Alumni Foundation in 2002 and 2007 for his professional achievements and his service to Kings Point, and has been published in various maritime industry resources. He is an auditor for the American Council on Education (ACE) for both commercial and military education programs and courses.  Captain Kincaid also serves as an expert witness for maritime industry legal services.
